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 Hear God’s Voice
 Did you know that when God 

 speaks not everyone hears His voice?  
 Just as our physical ears can only hear 
 certain ranges of sounds, our spiritual 
 ears may be unable to discern the voice 
 of the Lord.  Jesus explained this to His 
 disciples concerning the religious 
 leaders of His day, “Hearing they hear 
 not, neither do they understand…Their 
 ears are dull of hearing” (Matthew 
 13:13-15).

 On Sunday, January 21 at 10:45 
 a.m. we will begin studying the  24th  of 
 the  “49 Commands of Christ”  which 
 is  “Hear Godʼs Voice.”   Jesus Christ 
 said,  “He that hath ears  to hear,  let 
 him hear”  (Matthew 11:15).  Some 
 people purposely choose not to hear 
 and obey Godʼs voice while others 
 develop their spiritual capacity to hear 
 Godʼs voice as Jesus said was true of 
 His disciples, “But blessed are…your 
 ears, for they hear” (Matthew 13:16).  
 We live in a day when many voices 
 compete for our attention.  We must get 
 away from distracting voices and listen 
 for the voice of our Shepherd, Jesus, 
 Who said,  “My sheep hear my voice , 
 and I know them, and they follow me” 
 (John 10:27).

 In this study, we will cover material 
 on topics such as:  How God Speaks in 
 Many Different Voices, How God 
 Designed Us to Hear His Voice, How 
 God Affirms That It Is He Speaking, 
 Practical Steps to Hear the Voice of 
 God, etc.  

 Christʼs final command was 
 “Go…and teach all nations…Teaching 
 them  to observe all things 
 whatsoever I have commanded you” 
 (Mt. 28:19-20).  Jesus promised, “If ye 
 keep my commandments,  ye shall 
 abide in my love…” (John 15:10).
