Prior to Jesus’ birth, the angel told Joseph that the virgin Mary had con-

ceived of the Holy Ghost and would “bring forth a son” and that he was to “call
his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins” (Matthew
1:21). Christmas is really all about our salvation! At His birth the angels
announced, “For unto you is born this day…a Saviour, which is Christ the
Lord” (Luke 2:11).

Peter
proclaimed that God sent Jesus “to bless you, in turning away every one of
you from his iniquities” (Acts 3:26). The golden text of the Bible, John 3:16,
states, “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son,
that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting
life.”
