Ingersoll died, the funeral notices
said, "There will be no singing."
Atheism is songless. Don't look for
hymns, anthems, carols, and spiri-
tual songs among infidels, agnos-
tics, or skeptics.

Yes, they had something to
sing about and so do all truly born-
again Spirit-filled Christians, "...be
filled with the Spirit; speaking to
yourselves in psalms and hymns
and spiritual songs, singing and
making melody in your heart to the
Lord (Eph. 5:18-19).
