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Roll Call in Heaven
A great battle had been fought and the hospital tents were crowded. Moans

The Bible reveals that those only whose names “are written in the Lamb’s
book of life” will enter heaven (Revelation 21:27). This brings up the ques-
tion:  What happens to those whose names are not in the book of life? The
answer is in the preview of the Last Judgment given by the Lord to the Apostle
John: “And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books
were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and
the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books,
according to their works ... And whosoever was not found written in the
book of life was cast into the lake of fire” (Revelation 20:12, 15). The ques-
tion is: How do you get your name written in the book of life? Jesus
declared that you “must be born again” (John 3:7). He stated clearly,
“Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God” (John 3:3).
This happens by believing in and accepting Jesus Christ as your Lord and
Savior from sin! “He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and
he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth
on him” (John 3:36).
